Hazardous Components and Exposure Limits:

Ten20 Conductive Paste is an off-white, opaque, water-miscible adhesive paste intended
for use with non-disposable neurodiagnostic electrodes. Ten20 Conductive Paste is a
mixture of the following components: Polyoxyethylene 20 Cetyl Ether, Water, Glycerin,
Calcium Carbonate, 1,2-Propanediol, Potassium Chloride, Gelwhite, Sodium Chloride,
Polyoxyethylene 20 Sorbitol, Methylparaben and Propylparaben.

Since Ten20 Conductive Paste is not intended to become airborne, no OSHA PEL
applies.

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Section VI - Health Hazard Data

Route(s) of Entry: Primarily cutaneous but limited ingestion is possible.

Health Hazards beyond those associated with drying and chapping of skin or minor skin
sensitivity have not been demonstrated. Ten20 Conductive Paste is to be used to adhere
electrodes topically on healthy intact skin only. Ten20 Conductive Paste should never be
used on patients with a history of skin allergies or a history of sensitivity to cosmetics or
lotions. The use of Ten20 Conductive Paste, in conjunction with typical procedures used
to reduce skin impedance, carries with it the risk for infection at the electrode site.
